The Internal Complaints Committee of the Ideal Institute of Mahagemed; wau 2 emEVITET
under the aegis of Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) organized 2 Seminar on
‘Gender Sensitization and Awareness of Prevention of Sexual Harassment at Workplace
Place Act, 2013’ for the students, Faculty Members and non-teaching staff.

In compliance with the instructions of National Commission for women and guidelines issued

in implementation of the directives of Hon'ble Supreme Court’s Judgment dated 13th August,
1997 in the case of Vishakha and others vs. State of Rajasthan and Others on the subject .of
sexual harassment of women at workplace, the institute has duly constituted a Cor’rlplamt
Committee for considering complaints of sexual harassment of women working in the institute.

The speaker for the day was Prof. (Dr.) Ritu Gupta, Professor, National Law University,
Delhi, who is also a member of the Internal Complaints Committee of the institute.

The speaker apprised the students with the initiative taken by the government on the topic of
‘Gender Sensitization’ wherein she started by telling the role of The National Council of
Educational Research and Training (NCERT) who has developed syllabus and textbooks across
the subjects to promote gender sensitization in the school curriculum. The text books at all stages
of school education prioritize gender sensitization in designing of activities/exercises. Central
Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) has also prepared guidelines for gender sensitivity in
textbooks and textual material, including question papers. The Government of India has already
enacted a number of legislations to prevent exploitation/ harassment of women and to address the
issues of discrimination and gender disparity. These include ‘The Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education (RTE) Act, 2009, “The Criminal Law (Amendment) Act, 2013, “The
Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005°, “The Dowry Prohibition Act, 1961°,
“The Indecent Representation of Women (Prohibition) Act, 1986°, “The Sexual Harassment of
Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013’; “The Prohibition of
Child Marriage Act, 2006’, ‘The Equal Remuneration Act, 1976°, ‘The Maternity Benefit
(Amendment) Act, 2017° and the 73" - 74" Amendment of the Constitution mandating 33%
reservation for women in the local governance. The Criminal Law (Amendment), Act 2013 has
been enacted making the punishment more stringent for offences like rape, sexual assaults, etc.

The Government of India is implementing various schemes/ programmes to overcome gender
disparity and provide equal status to women in the country. The schemes being implemented by
Ministry of Women and Child Development for welfare of women are




i, Beti Bacho Beti Padhao (BBBP) to improve the Child Sex Ratio and enabling education
for the girl children,

i, Swadhar Greh Scheme to provide relief and rehabilitation to destitute women and women
in distress,

iii. Ujjawala a Comprehensive Scheme for prevention of trafficking and rescue,
rehabilitation and re-integration of victims of trafficking and commercial sexual
exploitation, '

iv. Rashtriya Mahila Kosh (RMK) to provide loan to poor women through Intermediary
Microfinancing Organisations (IMOs), Non-Governmental Organisations (NGOs) to
promote their socio-economic development, .

v.  Working Women Hostels (WWH) for ensuring safe accommodation for women working
away from their place of residence.

Apart from the above, she threw light on the Ministry of Women and Child Development who
has been implementing the scheme of ‘One Stop Centre’ to provide integrated support ?nd
assistance to women affected by violence, scheme for ‘Universalisation of Women H(?lplme’
intended to provide 24 hours immediate and emergency response to women affected by violence
and scheme of ‘Mahila Police Volunteers’ in which MPVs act as a link between police and
community and help women in distress.

Further, the speaker discussed about the programmes conducted by the Ministry of Women anq
Child Development in collaboration with National Gender Centre (NGC), Lal Bahadur Shastri

National Academy of Administration (LBSNAA), Mussoorie on Gender Sensitization for the
officers including District Magistrates.

Then the speaker went on discussing the ‘Prevention of Sexual Harassment at Workplace Act,
2013 in detail wherein she started with how the guidelines given by the hon’ble Supreme Court
in the Vishakha’s Case has helped in enactment of The Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act 2013. The Act was enacted with the
objective to provide protection against sexual harassment of women at workplace and for the
prevention and redressal of complaints of sexual harassment and for matter connected therewith
or incidental thereto. It defines sexual harassment as unwelcome acts or behavior (whether
directly or by implication) namely, physical contact and advances, a demand or request for
sexual favors, making sexually colored remarks, showing pornography, any other unwelcome
physical, verbal or non-verbal conduct of sexual nature. Any act of unwelcome and sexual nature
shall be considered as sexual harassment.

The speaker informed the students that an aggrieved woman can file a written complaint to ICC
from three months from the date of the incident and in case of series of such incidents within
three months from the last such incident. However, any delay in filing the complaint can be
condoned by the committee upto further three months. In case of physical or mental incapability
of the aggrieved woman, her legal heirs or such other person as described in Rule 6 of The
Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Rules, 2013
may make a complaint. On receiving the complaint the committee, before initiating an inquiry,
may take steps to settle the matter between her and the respondent through conciliation and when
a settlement is arrived no further inquiry is conducted. If the conciliation fails or any term of the




settlement arrived at has not been complied with by the respondent, the committee shall proceed
further with the inquiry. In case of filing of false or malicious complaint or false evidence the
committee may recommend to the employer or District Officer to take action in accordance with
the provisions of service rules or where no such service rules exist, in such manner as prescribed

in Rule 10 of the Rules.

It was an enriching session for the students.

It is the process of fertilization by extracting eggs, retrieving a
sperm sample, and then manually combining an egg and sperm in a laboratory dish.

She dealt with the legality of the issue and then talked about the ethical aspect of the same. She
also came up with various measures that can be taken to ensure better conditions thereof.

enactment of The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition fmd
Redressal) Act, 2013. The Act was enacted with the objective t0 provide protection aga%nst
sexual harassment of women at workplace and for the prevention and redressal of complaints
of sexual harassment and for matter connected therewith or incidental thereto. It defines sexual
ior (whether directly or by implication) namely,
physical contact and advances, a demand or request for sexual favors, making sexually colored
remarks, showing pornography, any other unwelcome physical, verbal or non-verbal conduct
of sexual nature. Any act of unwelcome and sexual nature shall be considered as sexual
harassment. The speaker also informed the students that an aggrieved woman can file a written
complaint to ICC from three months from the date of the incident and in case of series of such
incidents within three months from the last such incident. However, any delay in filing the
complaint can be condoned by the committee up to further three months. In case of physical or
mental incapability of the aggrieved woman, her legal heirs or such other person as described
| in The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal)
Rules, 2013 may make a complaint. On receiving the complaint the committee, before
initiating an inquiry, may take steps to settle the matter between her and the respondent
through conciliation and when 2 settlement is arrived no further inquiry is conducted. If the
conciliation fails or any term of the settlement arrived at has not been complied with by the
respondent, the committee shall proceed further with the inquiry. In case of filing of false or
malicious complaint or false evidence the committee may recommend to the employer or
District Officer to take action in accordance with the provisions of service rules or where no
such service rules exist, in such manner as prescribed in the Rules. The talk provoked the
